	Nursing Interventions: - monitor BP
- monitor weight
- assess for signs of fluid overload
- assess for signs of angioedema
- monitor renal function
	Medication Administration: PO
49mg/51mg BID
double dose in 2-4wks for goal of 97mg/103mg

	Client Education: - avoid salt substitutes
- use caution when driving due to dizziness
