	Therapeutic Use: - Diuresis of excess fluid (edema, pleural effusion)
- Decreased BP
- Increased urine production
	Complications: - Hypotension
- Dehydration
- Hyperglycemia
- Hypokalemia
- blurred vision
	Contraindications/Precautions: - Contraindicated in:
- Hypersensitivity
- Hepatic coma
- Anuria
- Acute pulmonary edema
	Interactions: - Increased risk of hypotension with antihypertensives or nitrates
- Hypokalemia may increase risk of digoxin toxicity 
- Increased risk of ototoxicity with aminoglycosides
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: - Decrease in edema
- Decrease in BP
- Increase in urinary output
	Expected Pharmacological Action: - Inhibits reabsorption of sodium and chloride from the loop of Henle and distal renal tubule
- Increases renal excretion of water, sodium, chloride, K+, Ca+, and Mg
- Effectiveness persists in impaired renal function
	Nursing Interventions: -Monitor daily weights to assess for worsening signs of fluid overload
- Assess BP before and after admin to notice any signs of hypotension below baseline
- Assess pt for rash to notice any signs of Steven Johnson syndrome
- Monitor electrolytes to recognize any changes, especially in K+
- Assess of Digoxin toxicity in those taking Digoxin due to increased risk of toxicity in combination with Furosemide
	Medication Administration: - PO Adults - 20-80 mg/day as a single dose initially, may repeat in 6-8 hours
- IM, IV Adults - 20-40 mg/day, may repeat in 1-2 hours and by increased by 20 mg every 1-2 hour until response is obtained
	Client Education: - Change positions slowly to decrease orthostatic hypotension
- Caution pt to use sunscreen and protective clothing to decrease photosensitivity reactions
- Advise diabetic pts to monitor blood glucose closely
