Comments:
Week 2 (4a) : Legal issues could arise when a patient experiences a poor outcome and decides to take legal action against those that provided the care. In this 
aspect it is very important to ensure all documentation is accurate and thorough. An example of drag and drop documentation was provided to us, while in the
rapid response presentation of the QC, and it may have been an honest mistake it looks really bad when reviewed at a later date when a problem had come 
about. Painting a good picture of that situation that day is important as you may potentially be brought in for litigation. Absolutely. Great example. AR

Week 4 (4a) One legal or ethical issue was a concern called in by a patient that had come into the ER and voiced that staff was attempting to insert a 
peripheral line and was struggling. The patient asked if they could have a break from being poked but the response from the physician was fine just leave 
then. The patient was not declining having an IV started but just was asking for a break from being poked at. This patient then left and went to another 
hospital where it was discovered that they had excessive bleeding from the liver. I think this could be considered medical malpractice. This patient had a 
serious medical concern and was dismissed by the physician when the patient was just asking for a break from being poked or some kind of alternative route 
to get a line started. This is definitely a concerning situation from both a legal and ethical (physician’s ethical obligations) standpoint. Perfect example based on your 
Patient Advocate/Discharge Planner experience. AR

Week 5 (4a) One legal or ethical issue on my clinical day was with the administration of blood. One being to be sure to make sure there is proper consent in the chart for
the patient. I don’t believe that I saw the nurse look to be sure the consent was actually in the chart and in the 30 day time frame, but the charge nurse stated it was there.
As the primary nurse, I think I may have verified this myself by putting my own eyes on it.  Not that I wouldn’t trust the word of the charge nurse, but they are not the 
ones administering the blood, the primary nurse was. I would want to check the date to be sure it was current myself. The patient also did voice some concerns about 
receiving blood even though they had received blood previously. Education was provided to the patient. Receiving blood could be a ethical issue for some as some 
religions or cultures choose to not receive blood. Great example, I agree with you I would go back and check if I am the person administering the blood. FB

*End-of- Program Student Learning Outcomes 
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Week 6 (4a)- A legal/ethical issue that is really frustrating to me is when patients are denied by facilities for SNF level of care. So many patients do not have home 
support, and this was the case for one of my patients. The patient had been in the hospital for several days, more than needed and was waiting for placement to SNF. 
This patient getting frustrated with waiting was also considering going home. This patient was unable to get around well even with a walker and was not able to perform
any hygiene independently. One facility did come back with a placement, but the patient is refusing to go to that place and suggested just going home. This choice is 
ultimately up to the patient who can make their own decisions. But it is a huge safety concern because this patient cannot care for self properly. It is truly unfortunate 
that individuals are refused any care. So many of these decisions are coming from insurance companies that do not know the patient and what their capabilities could be.
It is very scary to think that the decisions about health care are not coming from individuals that have the knowledge regarding the care that is needed for patients. FB 

Week 7 (4a)- The legal/ethical issue I experienced this week I feel could have been avoided. One of my patients had urinary retention, and despite an overwhelming 
number of attempts to place a catheter with no success, had experienced significant trauma to the urethra to the point that even urology with a scope could not get a foley
placed. The urologist offered no suggestion on what to do next, stating even a suprapubic catheter could not be placed due to low platelets. After 2-3 failed attempts at 
placement urology should have been notified first thing in the morning, and perhaps proper placement could have been obtained. This patient was then left with a full 
bladder, with no further instruction from urology, or as far as I knew there was none when I had left. The progress note had not been completed before I left for the day. 
I felt the attempts at foley placement were not acceptable nor was the response from the urologist. I advocated for this patient as much as I could, and had I not when I 
did, I don’t think anything would have been done at all. This is a very sad situation. If the patient has long term affects from the actions taken or not taken, the patient 
would have every right to seek a second opinion or seek out healthcare at another facility. Very good example of an ethical issue. FB

Week 9 (4a)- One example of legal or ethical issues noticed on my clinical day, was that I was observing 2 nurses insert a foley the nurse inserting the catheter was 
having some difficulty and asked if the other nurse would try to insert the catheter. This nurse did try but did not put on sterile gloves, she just took over the attempted 
placement of the foley with clean gloves. This patient was already immunocompromised with a multitude of other issues. This put this patient at risk for further 
complications. I’m sorry that you witnessed these actions this week in clinical. I’m happy that you recognized this was wrong, and I’m hopeful you will learn from these
nurses’ actions on how to better handle a situation like this in the future. I realize as a student it is not always easy to speak up and say something when you witness 
inappropriate behavior; however, I hope as you grow into your RN role you will feel more comfortable and confident about advocating for a patient when you witness a 
situation when a patient’s wellbeing/safety is at risk. Keep up all your great work! BL

Week 10 (4a) Ethical issues with this patient were the opinions of the care that the patient may have wanted. This patient had a friend that insisted that she knew and had
discussed such matters with this patient and the patient would have not wanted to be intubated. This patient did not have a living will specifying wishes, so the decisions 
were made by the patient’s children. Who were realistic about the situation and seemed to have a good plan for how they wanted to proceed with care. It is really 
important that if you have specific wishes in regards to life saving measures that it is in a advance directive, that is a legal document. If these wishes are in the legal 
document those wishes would be honored. Great point, Lynette. Unfortunately, this is a rather common situation in the critical care environment. This is an easily 
avoided problem, but many people put off making these decisions until they are in a situation such as this. BS

Week 11 (4a)- For my assigned patient this week, this patient was using street drugs for pain management supposedly. This patient also had a spouse that also has a 
substance abuse history. While in the ICU admitted for an overdose, the pateints spouse permitted this patient to use marijuana vape. I feel as if this family member is 
not supportive in this patient getting the help that they need but just continuing to contribute to the problem. Lynnette, this is a great legal/ethical issue to bring up. Like 
discussed in debriefing, if the situation continues to occur, security needs called and the husband needs to be told he can not visit. It is not only putting the patient at risk 
for harm, but others as well, due to the husband’s judgement being impaired. CB

Week 12 (4a)- legal ethical issues I found especially in the infusion center were that it was important for the nurses to be sure that there is prior authorization for some of
the ordered mediations due to cost. If a nurse administers a medication that did not have prior authorization that cost is the responsibility of the infusion center. That is a 
lot of responsibility if the nurses. The nurses in the Infusion Center do have a lot of responsibility, including financial knowledge and concerns. This is a perfect 
example for this department. AR

*End-of- Program Student Learning Outcomes 
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Week 13 (4a)- all patients required consent to their procedures for the day. The nurses just inquired about the patients understanding of what they were having done, and
if they provider discussed this with them. The nurses also provided very thorough education especially for one patient that had their first paracentesis of probably many 
more to come. This is a great example of a potential legal issue if the informed consent isn’t obtained prior to the procedure, and also ethical is the nurse had not 
educated the patient. AR
