The activity is an audio representation of auditory hallucinations to obtain a greater appreciation
for patients who experience these false sensory perceptions on a regular basis. To truly
appreciate and understand the video clip, please use ear buds or headphones for this activity and
listen to the YouTube clip that is posted below. The clip is 3:38 minutes in length; try to listen as
long as you can. The sounds may be distressing to you, so if you choose not to listen at all or
only for a brief moment, that is fine but, after you listen you will have a greater understanding of
what patients with auditory hallucinations experience.

While you are listening, try to complete the word search that is provided (see next page). The
goal is to attempt to perform other tasks while the “voices in your head” are speaking to you.
You are not expected to submit the word search; but please answer the following questions in
reflection of the activity.

1. Discuss your feelings while listening to the video. How did it impact your focus on the
activity? Were you distracted?

When listening to the video I felt uncomfortable and scared because of all the noises and
different voices. It reminded me of a scary movie but without the visuals. When completing
the word search the noise slightly impacted my ability to complete the task. My focus was
shifted to listening to the sounds and voices. I was no longer 100% focused on completing
the word search. However, since I knew that the video only lasted a couple minutes it did not
fully impact my ability to complete the word search, and I was able to get more than half of

it done until the video shut off. I do know that if that happened to me unexpectedly, for a
longer period, and was consistent that I would not have been able to complete that task. If I
was hearing those auditory hallucinations consistently all day, I would not have been able to
block it out and continue with my daily activities.

What did you hear? Was there more than one voice? Was it loud or quiet? What was being
said?

When listening to the video I heard many different voices that were both loud and quiet at
different intervals. Male and female voices that were saying different phrases. I was mostly
hearing gibberish and repeated noises. However, there were negative phrases being said
along with a lot of whispering. At one point I heard some background noises of like a
speaker and beeping almost like an announcement.

How long were you able to listen to the video while completing the word search? Why did
you stop listening?

I was able to listen to the entire video when completing the wordsearch. I completed a little
more than half of the word search when the video shut off. When doing the word search, I
was able to block out the voices and noise. I tried to ignore what I was hearing and continue
as normal, but this was not easy. If I had these voices and noises in my head for a long
period of time every day, I would not be able to ignore them. I would not be able to
complete daily activities of living let alone a word search or an applying task.

How does this change how you will care for a schizophrenic patient?

Listening to this video allowed me to understand what schizophrenic clients go through.
Being able to understand a portion of what they can experience on the daily basis is eye
opening and is a nice reminder to have patience and empathy when caring for these clients.
Knowing this information allows me to adapt to some of their needs. Ensuring to provide
them with a safe environment, respecting them, and ensuring to explain information in a
calm and consistent manner. Overall, it shows how important it is to have compassion for
these patients and not only focus on symptom control but their overall wellbeing mentally
and physically.

Discuss how your communication or attitudes will change towards a schizophrenic patient
after this activity.

After completing this activity, I learned part of what a schizophrenic client can experience.
After realizing this, there are some communication techniques that I will change when
interacting with these clients. Some communication aspects that I will ensure to implement
include making sure to speak calmy, clear, and consistently. Ask open-ended questions
while having empathy, recognizing them as a person not just their symptoms, provide them
with support, and ensuring to make helpful observations regarding their personality. While I
try my hardest to do these things with all clients. It is specifically important to implement



these communication aspects with schizophrenic patients to ensure optimal care. Another
aspect that I will change when caring for these clients includes being extra careful when
approaching them. Making sure to approach them calmy and not suddenly with a ton of
startling energy.
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
