Category A CE is continued education that must be approved by the board, an OBN approver, or 
provided by an authorized provider group in Ohio.

To protect patients and improve their health outcomes, this rule is important. Patients are less likely to 
suffer delays, mistakes, or injury when a nurse provides every element of nursing care consistently and 
accurately. When a nurse is consistent, follows the right policies, administers drugs safely, checks on 
patients frequently, and consistently documents care accurately, it lowers the likelihood of mistakes and 
allows a smoother recovery for patients. Nurses must be able to recognize problems promptly. Early 
warning signs might be minor, and the state of a patient could shift quickly. Identifying a problem early 
allows a nurse to act quickly, call a physician, or get additional help if necessary. Quick reaction can 
save lives and prevent serious complications.
