Assignment objective: Examine the process of licensure for professional nurses.

1. Visit the OBN website: www.   nursing.ohio.gov/  
a. Click on “Licensing & Certification” at the top of the page.
b. Click on “Multistate Licensure”. (MSL = Multistate Licensure)
c. Watch the video “OBN NLC/MSL Explainer Video 1”; explore the other MSL resources 

(NCL = Nursing Compact License)
d. Answer the following questions after viewing the video:

1. List three key points you learned from the NCL video.
 RN’s and LPNs can receive a multistate nursing license which allows 

them to practice in multiple participating (compact) states without having 
to obtain a different license for each state. The nurses must have their 
primary state of residence in a state that is part of the Nurse Licensure 
Compact (NLC). 

 Once getting the multistate license, a nurse is readily available to practice 
in any compact state, so there are no delays, no notification requirements, 
and no strings attached. A nurse can take an assignment in any state or can
practice via telehealth with a patient in another compact state. 

 The NLC simplifies hiring practice for organizations by simplifying the 
process and allowing for nurses to be more readily available quicker 
which expands the workforce and opportunity for quality health care for 
the public. 

2. How can having MSL in Ohio positively impact the nursing shortage at 
Firelands?
Having a MSL in Ohio can positively impact the nursing shortage at Firelands by 
allowing nurses from other states to practice at our hospital which increases the 
workforce and flexibility for the hospital. A nurse with a MSL will have the 
opportunity to practice where help is needed, so this improves the nursing 
shortage at Firelands because we are able to get extra help. This improves patient-
centered care and allow quality health care to be delivered to those in our 
community. If anything were to happen, nurses can come to our hospital to 
practice in a time of need.

f. Click on “Education”.
g. Click on “Continuing Education Information and Resources”.
h. Answer the following questions:
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1. In your own words, explain the difference between “CE” and “Category A 
CE”.
Continuing education (CE) refers to an approved learning activity that assists 
nurses to maintain and improve their clinical knowledge and skills after their 
initial licensure and must be approved by OBN or an accredited provider and is 
required for license renewal. Category A CE is a specific type of CE that is 
directly related to the Ohio Nurse Practice Act and the rules of OBN. The activity
must be approved by OBN approver or offered by a board-approved provider in 
Ohio. 

2. After an RN’s initial renewal, how many CE’s have to be completed during 
the 2-year license cycle?
After an RN’s initial renewal, they must complete 24 contact hours of continuing 
education during the next 2-year license renewal period and at least one of those 
hours must be Category A CE.

j. Click on “Laws & Rules”.
k. Click on “Chapter 4723-4”.
l. Click on “Rule 4723-4-03”
m. Read through this Rule (A-K)
n. Answer the following question:

1. Pick one of the Rules (A-K) and explain the importance of this rule to 
patient safety and positive patient outcomes. This must be in your own 
words and at least 100 words.
One of the rules from Rule 4723-4-03 includes letter E, implementing and 
clarifying orders. This rule is especially important regarding patient safety and 
positive outcomes because it ensures nurses implement appropriate orders will 
taking proper action to clarify orders if deemed necessary. A patient’s condition 
and health needs can change quickly which causes orders to be changed as well if 
they become unsafe for the patient. This rule helps prevent medication errors, 
inappropriate treatments, and unnecessary harm to the patient by requiring nurses 
to questions and/or clarify unclear or potentially harmful orders before 
implementing them. Collaborative care is also involved in this rule because the 
nurse must communicate with the provider about inappropriate orders which 
prioritizes patient safety and wellbeing. In this rule, the nurse is the patient’s 
advocate by having good clinical judgement and decision making which leads to 
safer and more effective care.
