5A.) My patient on 3N was diagnosed with diabetes and was admitted to Firelands with a 1320 blood glucose level. The most prominent intervention was the need for 
education regarding his diagnosis of diabetes, the importance of his insulin medications, and how to administer insulin injections. I was able to show the patient how to use 
the glucose scale to determine the amount of units he needed to administer as well as teaching him the technique of administration and rotating injections sites. Awesome! 
Great job identifying the priority teaching need for your patient and providing the education. Although insulin administration is new to you and you have not learned to 
intricacies of diabetes, I thought you did a great job of educating the patient and utilizing the teach back method by having him dial up the dosage and allowing him to 
administer the medication himself while monitoring closely to ensure he was doing is appropriately. NS

5A.) My patient required orthostatic vitals to be taken, as she was previously was dizzy and confused upon being admitted to Firelands with acute confusion. Orthostatic 
vitals were ordered to evaluate if her blood pressure would decrease between supine, sitting, and standing positions. My patient needed to be educated about how she needs 
to take a 1-2 minute pause after standing up before proceeding to walk as she quickly stands up, this causes light headiness and dizziness. Perfect education topic for your 
patient this week! Hopefully with this understanding she can be safe at home until they are able to determine what is causing her symptoms. Great job! NS

5A.) My patient had what looked like the formation of a pressure ulcer starting to appear. I educated her on the importance of changing positions every 2 hours in order to 
prevent further injury or damage to the site. I also educated my patient on the importance of deep breathing and coughing to keep her airway clear as she had amounts of 
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phlegm coming up and she was not easily able to get out of bed. This is appropriate and needed education.  This helps her to stay in charge of her health which can often be 
empowering for patients.
