	Originating Idea KDIs: EXPLORING PLAY DOH  1. Initiative, 12. moving parts of the body, 22. exploring objects, 35. cause and effect, 37. exploring art materials.
	Materials Backup Materials: Play Doh, Play Doh tools such as toddler safe plastic knives, toddler scissors, cookie cutters, rolling pins, toddler hammers, plastic trays. 
 
Add'l items such as play dishes, bowls, pizza cutters, and spoons to allow for further creativity.  Wet wash cloths to assist with clean up of table tray after play.
	Beginning: I will tell my children that we are playing with something new, and I will explain that it can be squeezed and stretched! I will show them the Play Doh and manipulate it a bit to allow them to see how it can be explored.  I will give each child a tray and some Play Doh and varying toddler Play Doh tools. The children in my group are young two-year olds.
	Followup Ideas: Perhaps later in the day, the teacher can ask the children about their experiences with the Play Doh. The teacher can ask the children if they can recall what they were playing with! The teacher can ask open-ended questions regarding the Play Doh, such as, "What did the Play Doh feel like?" "What did you do with your Play Doh?" "What did you make with your Play Doh?" "What would you like to do next time with your Play Doh?" "What other tools or things would you like to use with your Play Doh?"
	End: "We need to get cleaned up in the next ten minutes, then we can go outside for playground time. I will set our timer for five minutes, that will be our warning to put our Play Doh and tools back in the containers, and we will also wipe our trays and wash our hands." "I can help you if you like." "We will clean up together."
	Children may 1:: May need encouragement to manipulate Doh...may eventually poke it, stretch it, even attempt to eat it.
	Children may 2:: Attempt to use some Doh tools to further manipulate Doh...they may use one or both hands to manipulate Doh...they might observe how peers and teachers are manipulating or creating with Doh. 
	Children may 3:: Independently use many tools to create things with their Doh such as pizzas, snakes, balls. They may observe others' creations, and show their own creations and talk about them using words or phrases.
	Adults can1:: Observe children individually regarding their experience with the Doh. Teacher can describe child's reactions (verbal and non verbal) "You had a big smile when you poked the Play Doh!" "You also squeezed the Play Doh so hard using your muscles!"
	Adults can 2:: Make remarks on children's use of Play Doh and tools, as well as acknowledging their feelings. "You seemed to like cutting your Play Doh with your plastic knife, you did that over and over again and giggled!"
	Adults can 3:: Allow for scaffolding of children's actions and skills by talking about their use of Play Doh and varying tools, and describe the outcomes on their use of Doh and tools. "You cut your Play Doh into small triangle pieces.  It looks like you made something, what did you make?" "I like to make pretend pizza and cookies when I play with Play Doh."
