	Beginning: Show the tubes to the children and talk about how you can see through them, and make an echo as you talk through it saying how it is emply and what ask "I wonder what could fit through this tube?"
	Followup Ideas: If the childen show readiness in being able to decide which bin the tube should go to based on the toy they chose, encourage them to point or say "ball" or "block" bin.
	End: When it is time to clean up, encourage those that are able to roll the blocks and balls through the tube as the teacher hold the end toward the appropriate bin so that the balls and blocks are put back in the correct bin. Cheer when everything is back in place.
	Children may 1:: Show curiousity by looking at the materials and listening
	Children may 2:: Want to model the teacher's actions
	Children may 3:: Choose a block or ball to roll through the tube.
	Adults can1:: Allow the infant to look through the tube and hold the balls and blocks.
	Adults can 2:: Allow the infant to attempt to talk through the tube and try to fit a ball or block through it.
