	Text2: Door: Priscilla- greeting parents and children. Remind them to wash their hands. (E, K)
	Text3: Books: María- Read with children. (P)
	Text4: LARGE GROUP TIME: Tell the children that they are going to use a crown for a large group. Make a circle and say that they are going to play "the king or the queen says." Every child will be the king or queen and will have to give an instruction like "everyone has to stomp like an elephant" The idea is to make movements and sounds of animals that can fly, swim or simply walk. Let children choose, but also guide them to choose different types of animals. Prepare some animals pictures in case a child needs help. (N, Z, DD)
	Text5: SMALL GROUP TIME (Priscilla): Each child should have a container to mix paint, a paintbrush, and a piece of paper. Put different colors of paint on the table (red, white, blue, and yellow) and say something like this, "I wonder what will happen if I mix two of these colors?" What do you think will happen? Give each child the opportunity to mix colors and draw their own conclusions. (X, CC)
	Text6: SMALL GROUP TIME (Maria): Print at least 3 or 4 photos of the children that have been taken at school and 1 family photo. Distribute the photographs on the tables and encourage each child to find themselves and their family photo. Then, give each child a piece of paper, glue, and other art supplies to decorate the sheet. Encourage them to identify the people in the pictures as well as the differences and similarities between their family and the other children's families. They can be simple things like hair color or more difficult things like nationalities or languages. (L, X, FF).
	Text7: PLANNING TIME (Priscilla): Spread the area cards on the table and give each child at least 3 stickers. They have to put a sticker in which area they will play and share their plans (L, A)
Maria: Give the children a toy camera or something that simulates it so they can take a photo of the area where they will play and share their plans. (L, A)
	Text8: WORK TIME: Encourage children to play in the book area and spend more time with children who talk less. (E)
CLEAN UP TIME: Give them a 5-minute warning. Ather that, ring the bell to let them know that it is time to clean up and play a cleaning up song. (G)
	Text9: RECALL TIME (Priscilla): The children will wear a lion or racoon mask to share where they played and what they did during work time. (L, C)
