	Materials Backup Materials: Homemade Pudding Playdough, playdough tools
	Beginning: Let the children know that they get to explore fun playdough. Allow children to explore the playdough, some children will want to use the tools to make marks, while others may not want to. 
	Followup Ideas: Explore other sensory texture ideas, like bags filled with shaving cream or kinetic sand. 
	End: As children begin to loose interest, let them know that it is time to clean up. 
	Children may 1:: Some children will need assistance and good modeling on how to play with dough (not eat etc).
	Children may 2:: Some children will need less assistance and will be able to pat and mash the playdough,
	Children may 3:: Some children will go beyond the eating, and texture stage and want to make impressions in the dough and cut the dough with the tools. 
	Adults can1:: Allow the child to hold the playdough and comment on the texture and how show to mash it and bend it for the child.
