	Beginning: Let the children know that they will explore with water by washing babies. Teacher gets ready with a 3 gallons faucet temperature water in a mediun size water tub, added  2 sccops of dish washing liquid soap, sponges, scoups and put 3 babies on the tub.

A child who wants to play in the water tub must wear smock so they do'nt get wet. There are two children who doesn't want to wear smock and dip their whole hands then arms in the water scooping and splashing the water tubs even their clothes get wet. Teacher changes Child's clothes after water play.

  There is 1 child who just touch the water then went to the sandbox to dig and scoop sand into different sizes of containers, dump and fills several times.
