- Reading step 1 books with kids, so they may try to piece words together

	What itemrelated materials would you add List at least two ideas: -During small group, we may explore some different sized materials, we have a bin of small, medium, and large sized items. This helps to collect the required data.

-At choice time, I would add some small, medium, and large sized items to our water table. This way the kids can explore the sizes and have fun doing it! This may look like similar shaped, but different sized cookie cutters for playdough, or different sized bears/manipulatives.
	COR Advantage ItemAre there activities that I could do throughout my daily routine to support this COR Advantage item: Q : Book Enjoyment and knowledge
	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: -For small group time, we have a reading activity where the table meets at the reading nook & each child gets to pick through the books to choose the one they want to read. I will ask them why they chose it, if they don't offer it up.

-During choice time, I may sit near the books, usually a child or many children choose to come and read books to me. This is a great time to introduce them to all the great books and also collect data.
	COR Advantage ItemCould I use language related to the missing COR Advantage item to support childrens learning and development in this area: U: Measurement
	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: - At small group, pulling out different sized animals, we would ask kids to put the biggest animal on the "biggest plate" and the medium or big animal on the medium plate, and the smallest animal on the small plate.

- Playing playdough at choice time or small group, we could make balls or cubes of different sizes and then state "Big, medium, small" or "biggest, bigger, big", etc.
