	Put it all together_2: During Small Group Time (when) at a table (where), T2, and the children (who) conducted an ice and salt experiment. T2 introduced the experiment (what) by placing ice cubes on a tray and inviting the children to sprinkle salt on them. As they did so, Ch1 says, "Look how quickly the ice is melting with the salt!" and Ch2 added, "It's like the salt from the trucks on icy roads!" (how).

	How_3: T1 leads the whole class in a dance activity using scarves. Children express their creativity and interpret the music in their own way, with T1 and T2 encouraging their individual dance styles.
	Put it all together_3: During Large Group Time (when) at the carpet in the Block Area (where), T1 and T2, along with the whole class including Ch1, Ch2, and Ch3 (who), participated in a scarf dance activity. T1 and T2 played music (what), and encouraged the children to express themselves through movement. Ch1 waved a scarf high in the air, saying, "Look, I'm like the wind!" Ch2, waved the scarf low to the ground, said, "My scarf is like the water," while Ch3 used the scarf to create a series of high and low waves (how).
