	EvidenceScoring note Adults may display childrens work in or outside the classroom such as hallways but they should display the work where it is visible to children and where children and their families spend a substantial amount of time while in school: The children's drawings and writings are pinned on a low bulletin board at children's eye level that runs along one wall in the writing area.

Children's drawings and paintings were also displayed near the Book and Art Areas.

In the House Area, photographs of the children playing doctor, are posted on the wall. 

During morning arrival, in the hallway where parents drop off their children, there is a display of children's artwork. Ch points at her the painting and says, "Look, Mommy, that's my unicorn! I painted it!"
