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	Originating Idea: Thomas asked the Director why he had bags of food in his hands this morning, and the director spoke about shopping, money, and asking for help if you are having trouble finding something.
	Materials: reusable shopping bags and 1 die, 50 small items: plastic animals, dolls, blocks, fidgets
	Curriculum Content: 35. Spatial awareness: Children recognize spatial relationships among people and objects., 37. Unit 
	Beginning Opening statement: Yesterday, Thomas saw Mr. Marshall coming to school with BIG bags of food in his hands. Thomas do you remember how many? Good answer! Mr. Marshall was coming from the grocery store yesterday where he was SHOPPING for food. What other things can you shop for. Today we will learn about shopping by shopping for presents here at our store! 
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: Look at all the presents we shopped for! We have 3 minutes to put these back on the shelves before we push our "shopping carts" to the lunch table. Maybe a friend may help you find where to put back a present if you have a question.
	Followup Ideas: For the Deaf student in class, I would like to show the materials for the interpreter and agree on signing choices in order to maximize learning. Maybe having the Deaf student show his classmates the sign for GIFT/ PRESENT will build rappor
	Middle Earlier: Children will count the number of shelves and teacher will ask if there is alot or alittle on each shelf pointed to.
	Middle Middle: Say an item that you would like, and then verbaly say spatially where is it located on shelf. Student is asked to put that item in the bag.
	Strategy Ealier: Child will roll die and teacher will note "That means you may pick up X items." What shelf could it be on?
	Strategy Middle: Child will roll die and teacher will pause longer to give processing time for child to say how many items they will pick.
	Strategy Later: See what happens if the grocery list requests an item that is not there. We may have a 'shelf in the back' to build spacial awareness.
	Name: 18 Going Shopping
	Middle Later: Have the same item but in different sizes (small, large). Students are given a list of 2-3 items that reference the desired size item.
