	Beginning Opening statement: Today in our small group we are going shopping to select and buy many items from the store. Every one will have a dice and a shopping bag or a basket. You need to roll your dice, tell the number of dots, and go to the store to buy the given

number of items. Let's have fun shopping and see what numbers you will roll and which items you will select?












	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: End I will use my 5 minute warning signal and tell students that the store is going to close in 5 minutes. Let's start  returning the items to their regular places, and ask them to suggest places to keep the bins, baskets and shopping bags. Let the students know that they can continue shopping during work time and set their own stores.

Transition to the next activity will be based on items children bought  for example, if you bought vegetables please go to your group, if you bought fruits go to your group and if you bought toys go to your group until all the children have moved to their groups to start our planning time.


	Followup Ideas: I will model using the dice to decide how many items to buy for students who continue playing shoping at work time.  I obseve to see if students get the idea into their play. Students will use the dice to plan and recall time. At planning time, ask each child to roll a dice and to share the corresponding number of ideas to their plans, or when a student counts one dot, ask for one thing they play with at work.


	Middle Earlier: Roll the dice without counting the dots. They don't associate the number of items they shop for with the number on the dice.They touch, looke at and talk about the items in their bags or baskets.They say numbers aloud but not connect them to the act of counting.They count numbers by rote without reference to dots or items. Say a number of dots or items randomly without counting them. Compare collections with their friends nonnumerically.


	Middle Middle: Students may verbalize the number of dots or items without counting accurately. They may count but provide incorrect numbers, count out of sequence, skip, duplicate, or repeat numbers. Students may count a collection but fail to state the final number to determine the quantity. They may also struggle to match the counted dots with the correct number of items. They may compare two sets of items by aligning them to determine which set has more.




	Strategy Ealier: I will emphasize counting using one-to-one correspondence, pointing to or touching each dot and item as it is counted. If children point to their collection, ask them how many is that? when students point to their collection. Repeat and support students' statements about their items and count to see the number of things they bought from the store. Encourage them to sort their sets into small piles and count the number of items in each pile.




	Strategy Middle:  Model how to count and keep track while counting. Emphasize that the last number counted is the total quantity in the set. Encourage students to count and state the number of items in their sets. After they finish counting, ask them how many is this? Model how to compare quantities by creating a set of items larger than the student’s. Ask students to count both sets and connect the longer counting time with the higher/larger number. Have a conversation with students about more or fewer. Encourage students to count and state how many items are in each set and ask who has more?


	Strategy Later: Ask students to correct my miscount mistakes. Ask them to count how many of each item are left in the store and which item has the most, fewest, or same amount left in the store. Ask students about more, fewer items and compare one set to another and have aconversation with them  about how to determine which set has more or fewer.

	Middle Later: Students in this group count correctly the number of dots or items using one to-one correspondence. Use the last number counted to tell how many is the total set. Count the number of items in two sets by counting them and stating the results numerically. Compare the number of items in two sets and use words such as more, fewer, smaller, bigger, and same.
