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	Originating Idea: Some of the students have noticed the shapes while walking to and from the bus loop that are taped along the hallway walls.  Those students have shared their findings with other students in the classroom.    will work with items to find, name and make shapes. The idea is for students to explore what they know, learn some new things and experiment with making things that come to mind and hopefully discover the shapes within their creations.
	Materials: Plastic Links and Pipe Cleaners
	Curriculum Content: Mathematics- KDIs: 32 Counting,  Creative Arts: 40  The Arts, Language, Literacy,and Communication:22 Speaking
	Beginning Opening statement: "Some of you have spotted the shapes that are taped on the hallway walls on the way to the bus loop. Many of you have shared what you found with a lot of your classmates.  Has everyone spotted the shapes on the hallway walls? Can someone share the name of a shape they found on the hallway wall? Does everyone know what shapes are? Well today we will be working with plastic links and pipe cleaners.  The plastic links are a different shapes and colors, the pipe cleaners can be used to make shapes".
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: "We are almost out of time, we have 5 more minutes, before we make our plan for work time."  "I will leave these materials out in the toy area if anyone is interested in making a plan to continue to use these material during work time.
	Followup Ideas: For planning tomorrow, I will place the plastic links in the toy area, as well as have available various shapes in the art area for the purpose of creating art work/project using shapes (dye cut) and pipe cleaners for cutting, taping or glueing.  
	Middle Earlier: talk with students about the different shapes found in the plastic links, ("here is a square") count how many of the same shape found("I have 3 squares).  Encourage students to make shapes using the pipe cleaners ("I can make a circle").
	Middle Middle: count and name the number of shapes found in the plastic links  ("I have 5 circles,3 squares and 5 triangles), name and count the number of pipe cleaners students used to make shapes ("I made 1 circle, 1 square, and 2 triangle")
	Strategy Ealier: Count with the children, pointing to each item, encouraging the student to count along ("How many do you have? let's count them, yes you have 3 shapes")  Would you like to try to make this shape using a pipe cleaner? 
	Strategy Middle: Talk with the student about the different shapes they have found in the plastic links ("What shapes have you found?") Model making a few simple shapes, ("Can you make this cirlce or square?"). Talk about all the shapes the student have, (How many shapes to you have? Including the shapes you made using the pipe cleaner?").
	Strategy Later: Encourage the students to use the pipe cleaners to make more and different shapes to match some of the plastic link shapes they have found, ("I see you have a plastic link in the shape of a rectangle, can you make one using a pipe cleaner?") ("I see you have made a circle, and a square, what other shapes can you make, using the pipe cleaners") ("I see you have lots of shapes here, how, hearts, sqares, circles, triangles, and/or rectangles do you have in total and of the same or different colors?") 
	Name: Making, finding, and naming shapes
	Middle Later: Classify shapes, in colors and sameness using the plastic links.      ("How many red hearts do you have?") (" How many hearts do you have in all?") Encourage student to make various shapes using the pipe cleaners and state the number of items they plan to make.
