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	Originating Idea: Learning to spell my name
	Materials: Plastic tubs, magetic letters, rice. , magnetic wands

Back-up materials: cookies trays, name cards, extra letters
	Curriculum Content: Language and literacy 
	Beginning Opening statement: Have materials ready for each child.

I have a bowl of alphabet soup but the letters have disappered.

Stir the rice with a magnetic wand and pull out some letters. Ask the children to try to identify them. Then give each child a bowl of ABC soup and encourage them to stir the soup and see what they find.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: This is your two minute warning. When the two minutes are up sing the ABC song while they clean up the letters. 
	Followup Ideas: Remind the children that the ABC soup activity will be avabible durning choice time.
	Middle Early: Talk with the children about what the letters are that they found.
	Middle Middle: Have the children work together to help identify letters they may not know.
	Middle Later: Have the children find the letters in their name and place them in order. If the children are able to accpomlish that then have them try to spell other words
	Strategy Early: Have letters out of the rice and have the children try to match then.
	Strategy Middle: Have a name card to help children place letters on the letters in their name
	Strategy Later: Have children find words in the classroom to try to spell
