	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: -At small group, we could do apple tasting and make a chart of our favorite type of apple.  Children could then determine which type was like the most and the least.  Was there one that know one liked? Where there any that were tied for likes?

-During recall time, have children place an animal on the center sign card for the area they played in during work time.

	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: -During a small group where are measuring our body outlines on paper, I could ask children what we could use to measure ourselves as well asking who is shorter, taller, tallest, etc.

-While children work in centers during work time, I could use measurement language (er, est) while noticing children's structures in the block area.  In addition, I could encourage children examine and interpret the size their structure compared to a peer or a second structure of their own (Can you builder a taller house? longer road? wider garage?)
