	Middle Earlier: manipulate playdough in simple ways like grabbing, and pressing,pounding, poking, dividing into chunks. unable to name or form letters.
	Middle Middle: manipulate playdough in more complex ways like pinching, squeezing. form recognizble letters after looking at the letters and the name tags with letter links. name some of the letters, and may write own name. tell how they plan to make the letters with few details.
	Strategy Ealier: imitate children and aknowledge their efforts. work with playdough and describe steps to model for children. name letters for children. give simple description of letters like s is like a snake o is like oval or circle.
	Strategy Middle: try out children's ideas, encourage children to work by commenting on their efforts and the skills they used to form letters. listen children and converse with them. Help as needed. make connection etween letters and important people in their life.
	Strategy Later: Discuss with children their plan of work. comment on their efforts. ask open ended question to expand their knowledge. help them spell family members' names or intials.
