Curriculum The Arts and Language, Literacy, and Communication

Beginning:

Children will be encouraged to participate in the easy to join activity, We’re Running, Running, Running. Children can come up
with diffrerent ways of moving their body around the rug until majority of the class has joined.

Middle:

Next, teacher will recall the conversation R had with F at the table during Lunch Time yesterday. Then, show the children the
basket of rhythm sticks that can be found in the Music Area. Before handing each child a set of rhythm sticks, the teacher will
demonstrate the proper use of the instrument and show them the “Candle Stick” technique (Placing the sticks gently on their
legs standing up like they are a candle in a cake). Then, explain that when “Candle Sticks” is called they can freeze like a
candle in a cake to hear suggestions on how to play the sticks next. Teacher will introdcue the song “Tap Your Sticks”: Tap your
sticks. Tap your sticks. Just like me, just like me. Can you tap your sticks? Can you tap your sticks? Just like me, just like me.
Children can take turns demonstrating ways to tap their sticks and their names will be insterted in the song.

End:

Children will be encouarged to hand in their materials by color (Ex: Red Rhythm Sticks). As they children hand in their sticks
they will be encouraged to march like they are in a parade to line up for Outdoor Time.

Add foam blocks to the Music Area for children to explore with during Work Time.
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
