TEACHER GROUP 

Activity/Procedure: Math-  Pattern Block Critters

1. Introduce the activity by telling the students they are going to create new critters today.

2. Model the activity by creating a critter with squares and call it Squareasaurus. Ask "Why do you think I named it that?"

3.Give each child a set of pattern blocks and sorting baskets and say "I wonder what critters you can make."



Developmental Groups

Early- Students in the early group will be able to play with the shapes and sort them in different baskets.

Middle- Students in the middle group will be able to use shape names but not always correctly.

Later-  Students in the later group will be able to describe shape attributes.



Objective: SWBAT make imaginary animals with pattern blocks, naming and describing the attributes of the shapes they are using and how they are putting them together and taking them apart.



Materials: 5-8 three- and four- sided pattern blocks; 2-3 empty sorting baskets

Activity/Procedure: Math-  Making Shapes

1. Introduce the activity by placing three tag board shapes on table and talk about their names and properties.

2. Model the activity by saying "I'm going to  make a cookie of each shape" and demonstrate making each shape out of play dough using knife cutting and match the finished cookie to the corresponding tag board shape.  

3.Give each child a set of materials and suggest that they make their own cookies.



Developmental Groups

Early- Students in the early group will be able to hold and manipulate the shapes, tools and dough with their hands.

Middle- Students in the middle group will be able to press tag board shapes into the dough.

Later-  Students in the later group will be able to make a triangle, circle, or rectangle with the dough using the tag board form.



Objective: SWBAT mold or cut play dough into shapes using tag board shapes as models.



Materials: circle, rectangle, and triangle mad from tag board or other sturdy material; play dough; plastic knife; rolling pin; Shared Materials: 3 large tag board "cookie sheets" in the shapes of a circle, a rectangle, and a triangle.

PARAPROFESSIONAL GROUP: 

Activity/Procedure: Hula Hoop-The group will plan on the floor using a hula hoop. The hula hoop will have one piece of colorful tape on it. The group will sing a song (sung to the tune of "Mary Had a Little Lamb") while simultaneously rotating the hula hoop.

When the song ends the group will stop rotating the hula hoop. The student's hand that stops closest to the colorful tape by the end of the song shares their plan. Repeat until all students have planned.
