	Materials Backup Materials: Water table, bucket, water, towels, smocks, many animals, many sponges, many wash cloths


Cups for scooping and pouring water.
	Beginning: Announce, we are going to wash the animals today. Do you remember the book, "Mrs. Wishy Washy"? She washes all of her dirty animals after they got in the mud. You can use a sponge like Mrs. Wishy Washy or you can use a wash cloth. If you want to play in the water table, you will need to wear a smock, to help keep your clothes dry. Remember, not everyone likes to get all wet, so try to keep the splashes down low.
	Followup Ideas: Have a bin of dirt/mud to have the animals play in. Have a second bit with water so the children can get the animals dirty and then clean them. 

This may be an activity that I would do when the weather is warmer and we can do outside.
	End: We have five more minutes to play, then it will be clean-up time and then we will go to the gym so lunch can be set up.

During clean-up, tell the children to put the animals and sponges down and to take their smocks off and put them in the smock bin.

Help the children clean up all the toys and help them move to the gym.
	Children may 1:: Observe the first group of children to play in the water.They may move closer and stick a finger in the water.
	Children may 2:: Move a little closer to the action at the water table to explore what is going on. Children may put one or both hands in but be cautious and unhappy when big splashes occur.
	Children may 3:: Get the smock on by themselves and ask a teacher to fasten the smock and push up their sleeves. Children may describe what they are doing, they may invite others to join them and they may offer suggestions of what other people could do with their animals.  
	Adults can1:: Observe the child, describe what they see the other children doing. The adult could offer the child an animal and/or sponge.
	Adults can 2:: Describe what they see the children doing. The adult can follow the child in their play and do what the child is doing. 
	Adults can 3:: Describe what they see the child doing as they play in the water (e.g., when you held your arm up above your head the water dripped from the sponge, down your arm and got your shirt wet. How did that feel?
