	Beginning: Bring childeren to the house area and let them know that you have brought cooking materials. Show them the oven mitts, felt balls, flowers, cookie sheets, muffin tins, and spatulas. Start by modeling. "I am going to make some cookies today!" Fill up a muffin tin with balls and felt flowers, and then put it in the oven to "bake."
	Followup Ideas: We could do playdough in the art area that they can roll and cut into cookies with cookie cutters. Another follow-up activity could be making real cookies. The children could practice measuring, mixing, rolling, and cutting out the cookie dough before a teacher bakes it in the oven. 
	End: Give the children a 5 minute warning until clean-up time. After the five minutes is up, have the children assist with clean-up. Then transition to large group time on the rainbow rug. 
	Children may 1:: Touch the felt flowers and balls. Explore the textures of the materials. 
	Children may 2:: Fills the cookie sheets and muffin tins with felt balls and flowers. Put on the oven mitts. 
	Children may 3:: Put the cookie sheets and muffin tins in the oven. "Bake" the materials. Practice filling and emptying the trays over and over. Share the materials with their classmates. 
	Adults can1:: Comment on the textures of the felt, "Is it soft or rough?" Encourage the children to explore the materials in multiple ways, "What could you do with the ball?" 
	Adults can 2:: Scaffold children by commenting on their ideas,"What are you making?" Try out the children's ideas, "I'm filling up my cookie sheet!"  
	Adults can 3:: Extend child's learning by asking questions. "Is the oven hot?" 'What are you making? Support children through splitting up the materials and conflict resolution.
