	Originating Idea KDIs: Caterpillar Color Match & Fine Motor Activity

11 Group participation, 12 Moving parts of the body, 13 moving the whole body, 24, Exploring same & different 26 One-to-one correspondence, 27 Number, 28 Locating objects, 
	Materials Backup Materials: Caterpillar made from large color circles (securely attached to the wall), matching colored circle stickers (placed on a table a few steps from the caterpillar with a clear walking path between)
	Beginning: -Bring children to the wall where the caterpillar is attached

-Point out the different colors of the caterpillars circles

-Walk the group to the table where stickers are set out and point out that the colors match the caterpillar

-Demonstrate grabbing a sticker, walking to caterpillar, locating the matching colored circle and adding the sticker
	Followup Ideas: To include families send home a small colored printout of the caterpillar and several circle sticker sheets so they could replicate the activity at home.
	End: Tell children that the caterpillar is about completed and then help them count how many stickers each color has on them.
	Children may 1:: Walk to the caterpillar, may peel one sticker
	Children may 2:: Peel sticker on their own, walk to caterpillar and add to caterpillar but not on the matching color, may repeat process a few times idependently.
	Children may 3:: Name the color of their sticker, walk independently to caterpillar, add sticker to correct colored circle on caterpillar. Repeating activity several times.
	Adults can1:: Help child peel a colored sticker, label the color for them, escort to the caterpillar and help them identify which color matches their sticker, help them add sticker
	Adults can 2:: Help child identify and name the color sticker they have, point out the caterpillar has a matching circle and possibly help locate it.
	Adults can 3:: Ask child to identify the color they have. Make sure they are collecting different colors. Possibly have child take multiple stickers at once to sort them.
