	Originating Idea KDIs: A, C, E
	Materials Backup Materials: Containers of various shapes and sizes, without and with lids, some with holes in the lids, strainer lids, pipe cleaners, shovels, scoops. Sand, pom-poms, various materials that fit in the containers.



Water, baby soap for bubbles, funnels, spoons.
	Beginning: Place individual sensory bins and materials on the table and invite children to join. Sing the "what's on the table" song.
	Followup Ideas: Provide fewer materials to avoid over stimulation. Add materials as the children gain the ability to manipulate the materials they have.
	End: Encourage children to put materials back in the baskets and help end the activity so we can clean up the room to go outside. If children are still interested they can carry the materials outside to use during outside time. 
	Children may 1:: Fill and dump the container; indicate that they need assistance from or want to engage with an adult; attempt to put the lid on or take it off.
	Children may 2:: Make several attempts to fit materials through opening in the lid; dump and fill the container by opening the lid, may need assistance with the lid.
	Children may 3:: Dump and fill the container using the opening in the lid; independently take the lid off and put it back on.
	Adults can1:: Model using the materials and identify how the children are engaging with the materials.
	Adults can 2:: Model putting materials into the containers and putting lids on and off of the containers.
	Adults can 3:: Provide materials that are slightly more difficult for the child but still managable.
