	Date: Friday, 5/3/24
	ArrivalGreetingChoice Time: Greet each child and parent, help the child say goodbye to parent.  Help the child wash their hands and help them make a choice to have breakfast or make a choice within the room.
	Bodily Care: Assist Sarah, Garrett, Anne, and Abby with using the toilet.  Change diapers. Use diaper cream on Adriana with every diaper change. As children are on the changing table point out the pictures under the shelf above their head. Ask the children what they were playing with. (A, B)
	AM Outside Time_2: Balls, ride on cars, tricycles, dinosaurs, spray bottles with water. (C, E, F)
	PM Outside Time_2: Balls, ride on cars, tricycles, coffee cans and sticks (C, E, F)
	Lunch Time: Chicken quesadilla, broccoli, pineapple, and milk (Talk with the children about what they were doing outside. Ask the children if their broccoli is crunchy or soft, is the pineapple sweet or sour.
	Naptime: Teachers will move around the room sitting next to children who need assistance with going to sleep, by rubbing their back, rubbing their hair, tapping their cot. Justin needs his bear, Zahra needs her puppy, Abby needs her Elmo and blankie. Sara will sit and do markers with children who don't go to sleep or wake up early.
	Departure: Say good bye to the child and the parent.  Share with the parent what their child was really interested in that day. Share with them if we had to use diaper cream, if they really enjoyed the meal and how long their child napped for.
	To Remember: Change bedding so it can be washed in the morning. Clean toys that got dirty. Restock diapers for tomorrow.
	Breakfast: Kix, Cheerios, applesauce, and milk
	PM Snack: Goldfish crackers, strawberries, and milk
	AM Choice Time: Painting with animals at the table, Wash dishes at the water table (F)
	PM Choice Time: Play monster trucks and ramps. Do puzzles at the table. (E)
	Group Time 1: Velcro hair rollers of various sizes to build with (E exploring objects, F explore art materials)
	Group Time 2: Paper and scissors (F exploring art material)
	Earlier 1: Look at and maybe hold a roller
	Earlier 2: Hold the paper and feel the texture
	Middle 1: Stick two or more rollers together
	Later 1: Build a sculpture with several rollers
	Middle 2: Crumple the paper and/or rip the paper with their hands
	Later 2: Hold the scissors and try to cut the paper
