This will provide children opportunities to spontaneously identify shapes. As well, I would provide blocks to allow children to create they own shapes.

	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: For this COR item, I would create a small-group activity where children would identify and create patterns using colored bears. For a large group activity, I would put on a song and have children create their own pattern dance, if children cannot create they own pattern, I would then see if they could copy a pattern.

	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: For this COR item, I would try to reach for responses during a point of recall. I could say, "This weekend, I went swimming in a lake, I really liked it." I would then wait to see if any child jumps in with their own connection. Or, something I really like doing, I would ask children to help me remember something. I have found that this really elicits thoughtful responses from children.
