	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 interest areas have names and are evident and it is clear that the adults and children know the names of the interest areas: On 9/23/24 I visited a GSRP classroom from 7:45 AM - 10:45 AM. The classroom had well defined interest areas that were clearly labeled. There was a block, house, art, books, writing, sand and water, and toys and games. The interest areas with compatible activities were adjacent to one another. The interest areas allow room for multiple children. Materials were stored on low open shelves and easily reached by children. All of the shelves and materials were labeled. 
	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 the materials must be accessible to all children throughout the day Putting the same items in multiple interest areas where they may contribute to childrens play is acceptable eg writing utensils in the home area as well as the art area Examples of grouping by function or types o Things that fasten eg tape stapler paper clips o Things to build with eg unit blocks Bristle Blocks cardboard blocks: On 9/23/24 I visited a GSRP classroom from 7:45AM - 10:45 AM. The classroom had a schedule posted for adult use with descriptive words and a visual interactive schedule at child's level. The daily schedule indicates that materials are available to all of the children during all parts of the day. During my observation all areas were open and being utilized. There were multiple types (unit blocks, duplos, toilet paper tubes, bottle caps, cardboard blocks, foam blocks, cars, people and farm animals in the block area. There were plates, eating utensils, empty food containers, bottles, bottle caps different colors and sizes, real telephones and cell phones, hand mixer, cook books, baby dolls, real baby bottles, a high chair and baby bed in the house area. In the art area there were multiple types and colors of paper, crayons, pencils, markers, scissors, collage materials, glue, cardboard (different shapes and sizes), scissors, an art easel, paint, different sizes of paint brushes, stamps and stamp pads. In the book area there were multiple genres of books, felt stories, puppets, soft furniture to sit on and stuffed animals. In the writing area there were pencils, pens, markers, crayons, multiple types of paper, envelopes, stamps, alphabet, word cards, name cards for each of the children in the classroom and clipboards. There was a sensory table in the sand and water area and it had sand on one side and water on the other. There were scoops, measuring cups, spoons, acorns, and pine cones in the sensory table. In the toy and game area there was a balance, different size pine cones, rocks, puzzles, legos, board games, measuring tape, rulers, counting bears, bottle caps, peg boards, rubber bands, band boards, shape sorters, and light tablets with letters and numbers. There were clipboards with paper and pencil in every interest area.
