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	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 interest areas have names and are evident and it is clear that the adults and children know the names of the interest areas: Interest area signs observed: toys and games, library, music/movement. The signs were hard to see/find or obstructed by furniture. 
	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 the materials must be accessible to all children throughout the day Putting the same items in multiple interest areas where they may contribute to childrens play is acceptable eg writing utensils in the home area as well as the art area Examples of grouping by function or types o Things that fasten eg tape stapler paper clips o Things to build with eg unit blocks Bristle Blocks cardboard blocks: The materials were in baskets that were labeled and put in the interest area they best fit. (i.e. cars in the block area). There were a variety of manipulatives and materials for students to engage with. Most items were accessible to children throughout the day (some items were hidden behind curtains on shelves).

	EvidenceScoring note Only enter the TOTAL observed score for evidence_3: This classroom was missing a stapler in the writing or art area. The teachers have bingo dotters, water colors, newspaper, popsicle sticks, pipe cleaners, construction paper strips, bristle blocks, pop beads, snap blocks, legos, wood blocks, plastic blocks, scissors, hole punchers and shape hole punchers, tape, glue sticks, and drums, bells, tamborines, and maracas.
	EvidenceScoring note Only enter the TOTAL observed score for evidence_4: The classroom had the following items in the dramatic play area: astronaut helmet, police hat, mail carrier outfit, pilot outfit, cowboy hats, construction outfit, chef hat, apron, nurse outfit. This classroom also had pictures of the children and their families on the back of a shelf facing the large group area. The real dramatic play items consisted of phones, a laptop, camera, and keyboard.

	EvidenceScoring note If children do not go outside during the observation score the outside area and note in the evidence column why the outside area was not used that day eg lack of time dangerous weather ie lightning heavy rain hail strong winds blizzards very high or low temperatures Examples of types of movement o Jumping o Climbing o Swinging o Sliding o Running o Digging: The outside area included monkey bars, sandbox, slides, swings, and various play structures. 
	EvidenceScoring note If needed ask where portable materials are stored Examples of portable materials o Tricycles o Sleds o Balls o Stones o Boxes o Buckets o Chalk o Scarves o Paintbrushes: There were some shovels and buckets near the sandbox. There were also several tricycles on the blacktop. 
	EvidenceScoring note Adults may display childrens work in or outside the classroom such as hallways but they should display the work where it is visible to children and where children and their families spend a substantial amount of time while in school: Children's artwork displayed was limited (gingerbread man artwork, bingo dotter name artwork, valentine's day heart project). There were more premade posters than children's artwork. There were posters in interest areas (i.e. solar system in science area). The children's artwork was not at child's level, up towards the ceiling.
