	How will you plan to look for the missing item List at least two ideas: I can add alphabet books to the library, sit with Carmen, David, Damian, Eva, and Maddie during book reading time, and note which letters they may recognize and identify during book reading.

During morning arrival time, I can observe if/when the children read aloud or point to the letters in their names/names of the peers on the sign in sheet at arrival time. We can point to and highlight the beginning letters of words in the visuals/labels around the classroom.

	What itemrelated materials would you add List at least two ideas: Yes and we can add alphabet books to the library, incorporate sing-a-long songs with letters during group time (e.g. ABC song, Old McDonald, B-I-N-G-O), add visual cues (cards with letters) to center areas (e.g. blocks), include 3 dimensional letters in the sensory bins, and add nesting cups and varying sized scoopers in thesensory bins and the sand table. We can also highlight letter links on the children's cubbies. 
	COR Advantage ItemAre there activities that I could do throughout my daily routine to support this COR Advantage item: O.Alphabetic Knowledge
	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: I can add varying sized magnetic letters to the easel and have white board name tags/dry eraser markers for them to practice writing their names at arrival time. During handwashing routines, I could have them practicing singing ABC's and repeat the first letter sounds of soap, water, paper towel, dry hands, garbage. We could highlight the first letter of children's names while pairing friends for walks in the hallway to/from the outdoor play area. We could highlight the first letter of food items during mealtimes. We can sing the letters/ sounds during transitions. We could also include a letter scavenger hunt around the room (focus on one letter each day of the week).

	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: We can talk about size (big, small), speed (fast, slow), weight (light and heavy). We can use puzzles and blocks to practice recognizing, counting, and manipulating shapes into patterns.
