- For small group time, use rice, magnet letters, and magnet wands to "stir the alphabet soup".
- During arrival, make sure the sign in sheets are available for children to sign in on.

Patterning -While engaging with children in the toy area, use patterning language like, "I noticed you lined up

your cars in a repeating pattern; red, blue, red, blue, red, blue."
- At large group time, while singing, "Two Places to Tap", acknowledge that the children's
movements are creating an ABAB pattern.


	How will you plan to look for the missing item List at least two ideas: - During small group time, I plan to have conversations with the children and continously ask them questions about the activity they are doing.

- During work time, observe what a specific child is playing with and start playing with the materials the child is playing with while being near them. See if they initiate a conversation with you or you can start the conversation as well.
	What item-related activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: - During a small group, give the children counting bears and strips of patterns and see if the children can match the counting bears to the pattern on the strips.

- During large group, play a song you can clap to and model what a pattern is and ask the children to repeat the pattern back to you.
	What item-related materials would you add List at least two ideas: - add alphabet stamps to the art area to play with playdough

- add alphabet letter links to the wall for all the letters. You could make it interactive by adding velco patches to the cards and placers so that they can play with the little posters.
	List specific examples of item-related language you would use List at least two ideas: - While engaging with children in the art area, I would describe different colors or shapes the child was using for their art. You could say, " I see that you used green and pink on your painting! You also painted some circles!" 

- During outside time while using chalk, you could say to a child, " I like how you are blending different colors! Do you want to try dipping the chalk in water to see how it will make the colors look?"
