Anecdote(s): An anecdote should be specific and 
objective, stating what was seen and heard — the 
when, where, what, who, and how. 

For example: During work time (when) in the 
house area (where), T1, Ch1, and Ch2 (who) worked 
together to make a “cake”. Ch1 handed a bowl to  
T1 and a spoon to Ch2 and said, “Here, mix up the 
batter and I will find the pan for cooking” (what 
and how — the doing).

	Put it all together: During work time, Ch1 and Ch2 are in the Art area. Ch1 tells Ch2: "Let's make a pizza!" Ch2: "What color playdough do you want?" Ch1: "I want yellow." Ch2: "I need red." They begin shaping the playdough into balls and then flatten them out. Ch1: "I like pepperoni pizza." Ch2: "I don't like pepperoni. I just like cheese."  Ch1 goes and gets some red playdough and starts making little balls and flattens them out and places them on top of his "pizza." Ch2: "That's a lot of pepperoni." Ch1 counts his all of the toppings and says: "I have 6 pepperoni."
