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	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 interest areas have names and are evident and it is clear that the adults and children know the names of the interest areas: Art, blocks, toys and games, library, writing, science, sand/water table, music, dramatic play and cozy area. Each area had an interest sign displayed.
	EvidenceScoring note To score a 4 the materials must be accessible to all children throughout the day Putting the same items in multiple interest areas where they may contribute to childrens play is acceptable eg writing utensils in the home area as well as the art area Examples of grouping by function or types o Things that fasten eg tape stapler paper clips o Things to build with eg unit blocks Bristle Blocks cardboard blocks: Materials were displayed and were accessible in each interest area. They were grouped by function in and open, clear bins. Bins had a label and then a label on the shelf. Writing utensils and paper were availalble in writing, dramatic play, art, science, blocks. Children had access to materials for 50 minutes.

A mix of child level and higher on the wall. Display of paintings made at easel, pre-cut mittens with splatter paint, self-portraits.
