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	Originating Idea: Outdoors in our play yard near the garden, some children began noticing foot prints made in the dirt. Some said "those look like squirrel foot prints" and others said "I think a bird made this foot print". 
	Materials: Play dough, animals from the block corner, other play dough/mark making tools. 
	Curriculum Content: Visual Arts- KDI's #34: Shapes , #36: Measuring #40: Art, #45: Observing, 
	Beginning Opening statement: "Yesterday, do you remember when we were outdoors near our garden and a few of you noticed there were different foot prints in the dirt? Some of you thought they were made by birds and others thought they were made by squirrels". What other animals do you think can make footprints on the ground? Today, I have brought in play dough, different animals that I found in our block corner and other play dough tools, I wonder what kind of prints/marks  we can make with them. 
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: "We have  5 more minutes to make foot prints in our play dough and then we will begin to clean up and go outside".
"We've been busy making different footprints today, look at each others play dough, there are so many! Now it is time to clean up, put all of the tools, animals and play dough back into our baskets. If you made a bear footprint today, walk like a bear to the door.."
	Followup Ideas: Outdoors in the sand area, I will add different animals to a bin that children can use when they wish to make their own animal prints outdoors. I could also encourage them (when its hot enough outdoors- ex. during summer) to take their shoes off and see what kind of foot prints they can make with their own feet. 
	Middle Earlier: They might talk about the different types of animals they are using. (expressing what they think, observe and imagine. 
	Middle Middle: They might discuss the size and shape of the different footprints they are making (describing them verbally ex "mine looks small and round")
	Strategy Ealier: I may observe the same animals as they are and name different characteristics (ex. my bear has tall legs, he can reach the top of berry bushes, what about your bear, what can they do?" 
	Strategy Middle: I may restate what they had said (ex. You think the bear footprint looks round and small) and then add on by encouraging them to make different observations and comparisons (ex. Is there any other animals that have the same or different footprints?)
	Strategy Later: I may count with them and also highlight the amount they counted to (ex. "You made 8 footprints on your play dough" and then ask them "How many more do you think you need to reach the other side?).

	Middle Later: They may decide to count how many footprints they have made and predict how many more they need (ex. to get to the other side of their play dough).
