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	Originating idea: Watching and listening to different birds while going on a walk around the school
	Materials: 2 pillows (optional)
	Curriculum content areas: Social Emotional, Gross Motor, Language, Literacy, The Arts
	Beginning: Teacher would gather children together by standing, singing, and clapping the cheer, "A roll call shaboom. Sha-sha- shaboom. A roll call shaboom. Sha-sha- shaboom. My name is Mrs. GIrbach. Check! They call me Mrs. Girbach. Check! And I like to hop. Check! So check me out (begin hopping). Proceed with the next child. Say, "I wonder what ______ would like to do? A roll call shaboom. Sha-sha-shaboom. etc." Continue with each child as they enter the LGT area.
	Middle: Sit and intoduce the activity with the opening statement, "We saw a lot of birds when we were out on our walk today. I would like to introduce you to two different types of birds. They are Blackbirds. Maybe show a picture of a Blackbird. Get ready to do the fingerplay by saying, "Ones name is Jack, the other is Jill." The teacher begins singing the song, and demonstating the fingerplay. "Two little blackbirds sitting on a hill. One named Jack and one named Jill. Fly away Jack, fly away Jill. Come back Jack, come back Jill. Can you try hiding your two birds behind your back, and make them fly away, and come back?" Sing the song again. Next, have the children contribute ideas for two new names for the birds They can be silly names. If you have discussed opposites with your class, you could use this song to do opposites.  "One name up, and one name down." You could use 2 pillows (hills) in the center of your LGT area for children to take turns being Jack and Jill (flying away and back).
	End: Transition the children to go to the next part of their day by having them fly like birds. "Let's see if we are can fly like birds to our seat in Small Group."
	Follow up: Add Two Little Blackbirds to the Song Book.

Cut out felt pieces of birds for the felt board for children to reenact the fingerplay.

Put books about birds in the library area. 

Have pictures of bright colored birds and feathers in the art area.

Put binoculars and bird guide books in the discovery area.
