	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: - During interactive read aloud, ask children to name the emotions and explain why the characters my be feeling the way they are
- During large group time, sing "If you're happy and you know it." Ask children to name emotions, talk about when they feel that emotion, and show what their face or body may look like with experiencing that emotion
