Originating Children was in toys area making animal sounds as they were playing with the toy animal.s
idea:
Materials: Book- Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See?

Toys: animals

Curriculum Language, Literacy, Communication
content areas:

Beginning: Teacher(s) leading children in active songs and using active moments in the songs using child(s) gross motor skills of jumping,
running, swinging and crawling. End the movement with song London Bridges, "We all fall down" and the children falls to the
floor.

Middle: Teacher(s) introduce to the group that an idea came from friends in the classroom that were pretending to be animals and

making animals sounds. Teacher introduce book and as she is reading the book she makes the sounds of the animals and
pretending to be the animals. The children are interacting with the teacher(s) by pretending to be animals also. The teacher is
allowing them to be whatever animal they want to be that is not listed in the book and expressing sounds as she is reading.

End: Asked children what do we do next. The children said "outdoor". The teacher asked what animal shall we be going to the door.
Each child choose what animal they want to be.

Follow up: Observation
Add in animals song in the song book and sing throughout the day
add activities and stories in any routines
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
