	Materials Backup Materials: 1-2 Squeezable items (Rubber ducks, sponges, colored cups)

Smocks, turkey Baster

Measuring Cups, Magic wash cloths(grows when you apply water)
	Beginning: Annouce to the children that today in small group we will be moving to the water table. 

We will be using Rubber ducks, sponges, measuring cups, colored plasic cups. Lets find out how can we squeeze our hands to get the water out the items listed above. 
	Followup Ideas: Encourage children to explore squeezing and pouring from other items and materials. Does it do the same thing we learned about in small group? what was different? 
	End: Have the children put the materials away and wash their hands. 

Ask the children to squeeze their arms close tot heir sides as they walk away from the activity table. 
	Children may 1:: Use their cup as a scoop to fill a container
	Children may 2:: Fill multiple containers with water using all the materials one at a time
	Children may 3:: Experiment with the Turkey baster until they find a way that wrks for them. Let the children try before the adult show how it's done.

	Adults can 3:: Ask children to squeeze a sponge to fill the plastic cups and then have them transfer the water from one cup to the other using the turkey baster. Make it a game.
