	Beginning: Let the young toddlers know that they will be exploring and identifying body parts using baby dolls. Allow the children to explore the baby dolls for a while before starting the activity. When the children are ready, provide each child with a wipe and tell the children they will be cleaning the baby witht he wipe. Then, move on to the babies hands, feet, belly, ears, legs, and arms. As they clean the body parts of the baby make sure to observe children. Support children they may not know where all of these boby parts ar located. Some children maybe ready to practice with putting clothes or wanting to feed the baby. Be prepared for these children as well and ready to offer support for scaffolding. 
	Followup Ideas: As a follow up idea, allow children to explore babies in the house or block area. Children may want ot cook for children, sit them in the chair to eat, build a house or a bed for the babies. Rock and cuddle them to sleep. They may want to dress the baby and get them ready for school.

	Adults can 2:: Take the lesson slow, remember that all children are in different developmental stages and will respond differently. Adults might repeat certain body parts that children seemed to take a while locating. 
	Adults can 3:: Encourae children to share what they're doing with their peers. Repeat and respond to what children are doing.
