	Strategy Ealier: Counting the different colored beads we want to use. Ask each child how many beads do you have, and what colors do you see? 
	Strategy Middle: Ask the children by moving from child to child, describing what each one is doing with the materials  (What is happening to the beads when you put them on the pipe cleaner? I  talk about the different patterns the beads make.  
	Strategy Later: If children are having problems putting the beads on pipe cleaner I give suggestions about or model ways to do it.  Encourage children to be creative and experiment. Expand by asking what color pattern they chose. Ask each child who is their special friend that will receive the jewelry. Have them communicate with each other.
