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	Originating Idea: Last Week when we read "Chicka Chicka, 123" many students were excited about that book and wanted to read it again. During worktime students wanted to write some numbers in the writing area. 
	Materials: Paper for Book entry for each child, markers, number cards and number stencils. 
	Curriculum Content: Mathematics--KDIs: 31. Number words and symbols
	Beginning Opening statement: Last week when we read the book "Chicka, Chicka 123" you wanted to read it again, so I thought we could read it and make our own number tree book. "I wonder what your tree will look like and what numbers will be on your tree." Remember in writing last week you made some numbers on the dry erase boards. Maybe you can do that on your tree.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: "We have 5 more minutes before we go outside. Finish up with your number tree and clean up, put your finished tree in the basket and if you had a number 2 on your tree go line up for outside time..."
	Followup Ideas: Provide playdough and number mats to create 3-D numbers during worktime at art and provide number cards in writing to encourage more number writing. 
	Middle Earlier: Write number type shapes, and lines. May say I made numbers on my tree.
	Middle Middle: Write some numbers, may write numbers backwards. May write the number 2 and say it is number 3. 
	Strategy Ealier: Ask child to tell you the numbers they made. Provide number stencils. 
	Strategy Middle: Model number writing and point to numbers you are writing saying number symbol and describing how you made it. 
	Strategy Later: As student writes the numbers encourage them to desribe how they made it. "I see you made a circle and a line straight down to make 9.

	Middle Later: Write numbers and describe how they made it, "I made the number 8, it looks like a snowman. "
