Baby Doll Circle Time

Materials

Back-up Materials

Doll for each child and each teacher

Plush toy or small pillow (or object of child’s choice to use as a baby)

Transition song bringing children’s attention to the carpet; sit down and pretend to hold a baby. Teacher assistant

Beginning hands each child an actual babydoll. Lead teacher sings songs to and about the baby. Example: lifting doll into the
air, sing, “my baby’s way up high” to the tune of the Farmer in the Dell.

Children may:

simply hold the doll; chew on the
doll; bounce the doll up and down
to the song; throw the doll....

Adults can:

Comment on what a child is
actually doing: You are bouncing
your baby; or, you are holding your
baby with two hands

Children may:
lay the doll on the floor explore the
doll’s body; turn the doll in diferent
directions; follow the motions of the
song; observe peers and try to
imitate their actions

Adults can:
encourage the participation,
commenting on how the children
are caring for their babies and
following directions

Children may:
follow movements of the song;
suggest (by acting) other actions to
take; copy friends’ actions; ask to
take the doll home; explore moving
the dolls arms and legs into funny
positions

Adults can:
verbally notice children’s
participation; suggest more
complex moves for the baby:
upside down/right side up, standing
on your head, and being fed in your
arms

Sing Bye Bye Baby as assistant teacher collects the dolls. Lead teacher stands and stretches singing, “l am very tall”
the sitting back down singing, “Now | am very small”. (This may repeat until children are all sitting back down.)
Teacher turns to the visual schedule on the wall and points to the Group Time picture to say that we have just
finished our group time activity and “what comes next?” points to the next picture on the wall.

Follow-up Ideas

Baby dolls can be made available at choice time; teacher can further observe how the children play and “care” for the
babies. Provide shopping carts and bags for carrying dolls around the classroom.

For seasonal activity provide appropriate doll clothing.

Use babydolls with water and wash cloths for “bathing”.
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
