	Beginning: The children may squish and feel of the Play-Doh. I would show them an example of what the activity may look like by poking a tee in the Play-Doh just a tad, and then gently tapping it in the rest of the way with the toy hammer.
	Followup Ideas: Leave these materials out for the children to play with later. 
	End: Warn the children they have however much time left before the activity is over, and play a clean-up song, or the current month's nursery rhyme to transition into the next activity. For this activity you could also find a song about a hammer.
