	Date: Friday, October 9, 2020
	Bodily Care: Alert young infants to bodily care (changing diapers, wiping face and hands, etc.).  Allow older infants to bring an item with them to told or play with during diapering.
	AM Outside Time_2: Tummy time, sensory bottles and bubbles
	PM Outside Time_2: Balls, push toys and bubbles
	Lunch Time: Breastmilk, formula, cereal -- younger infants. Meatloaf, mashed potatoes, green beans, manderin oranges, milk--older infants.
	Naptime: Young Infants sleep on demand (support their schedule).  Older infants-read a book, put on soothing music to help them relax.
	Departure: Share daily activities, interactions and engagements with parents regarding their children.
