	Bodily Care: Support Jenna in potty training with pushing down and pulling up her pants (A)
	AM Outside Time_2: B. infants will interact with the caregiver while outside on the large mat. 
	PM Outside Time_2: D. Children sit with care giver as she reads Brown, Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See?
	Lunch Time: Chicken fingers, mashed potatoes, green peas: bottles and baby food for those who are not on solid foods. (Tell children about what they are eating, hold child and talk to them as they drink their bottle.
	Naptime: Children who are tired are placed in their crib. Children who are awake caregiver reads a book to them. Children who awake early caregivers talk to them or are given a treasure box to explore.
	Departure: Inform parents of how their child's day went, remind them about the No School Friday, help transition the children to their parents.
	To Remember: Clean and disinfect all surfaces and toys in the dirty bucket, check batteries in the temperature scanner, wash face masks and smocks.
	ArrivalGreetingChoice Time: Primary care givers meet parent and child at the door. Do daily health check (temperature, physical look over the child), Inform parents of any new, information and assist with transitioning in the room. 
	Breakfast: Cheerios, orange slices, milk (bottle)
	PM Snack: sun butter apple slices, milk (bottle)
	AM Choice Time: Play with Heather on the large carpet. Assist her in sitting up alone. (C)
	PM Choice Time: Jordan will be placed on his back during choice time. Encourage him to roll onto his side by placing a favorite toy next to him. (C)
	Group Time 1: (F) Observe how the children move and respond to the music. 
	Group Time 2: (F) Exploring art materials Finger paints and paper
	Earlier 1: Some children may only turn their heads toward the music 
	Middle 1: Move their arms and legs
	Later 1: Move around and bounce
	Earlier 2: May not want to touch the paint, observe the other children
	Middle 2: Put the paint all over their hands and arms and rub on their bodies
	Later 2: Use finger paints on the paper to make random marks
	Music&Movement Group Time Content: Children will respond to music, some will only observe, some will bounce to the music and the older children will do the movements to the music following the prompts. (B, C, F)
