Follow-up Ideas  


	Originating Idea: Yesterday while we were outisde using bubble bottles some friends wanted to know could we have large, or giant bubbles. 
	Materials: Dish soap, water, shallow pans, tinfoil pans, bowls, small kiddie pool, pool noodles, sensory table, clothes hangers, pipe cleaners, large bubble wands
	Curriculum Content: Science and technology KDI's 47. Experimenting  50. Communicating ideas
	Beginning Opening statement: Yesterday on the playground we had bottles of bubbles. Some of you asked could we have more or giant bubbles. We have some materials that can be used to make large bubbles. Show children how to use clothes hangers, pipe cleaners etc. to make bubbles. Pass out materials. "Lets see what you could make". 
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: Give the children a five minute warning. Ask children to dump bubbles and materials into sensory table or kiddie pool, and let them know that they can find them there again tomorrow.
	Followup Ideas: Discuss what other materials might make bubbles. Baby soap, shampoo, hand soap, etc. Explore those materials. 
	Middle Earlier: Go around to each child, observing and commenting on what they are making. Talk about sizes, shapes, how the bubbles are made. How the bubbles look/feel. 
	Middle Middle: Have children descibe what they are doing/seeing. Ask for their help in making a bubble. Which materials do they recommend?
	Strategy Ealier: Comment on what each child makes or says. Ask what shapes they made. What do they feel when they blow or wave the bubble materials? What words descibe the bubles texture?
	Strategy Middle: Copy what each child is doing. Ask questions about why they chose that specifc material. How it works. What did they do to make large bubbles?
	Strategy Later: Encourage students by saying "i like how you used pipe cleaners and bowls. I wonder what would happen if we used pool noodles and a kiddie pool"? Discuss what buubles they think we could create. Allow them to explore.

	Middle Later: Acknoledge materials they used and Introduce other materials to keep it interesting.
