Follow-up Ideas  


	Originating Idea: While children were tracing their body they were posing snow angels by flapping thier hands and they started talking about winter, snow fall, snowball, snowfight and snowman. They also recall the four seasons earlier from the day.
	Materials: Play dough, Cookie cutter shapes, small paper shapes like square, triangle, circles, chart papers for shapes

Back up materials: Yarn, buttons, twigs
	Curriculum Content: Mathematic: Children describe, record, tally and compare the type and number of shapes they used to create play dough  snowmen
	Beginning Opening statement: Talk to the children about their previous experiences making snowmen. Say Sometimes people make snowmen with

circles. But today we’re going to make them with other shapes too. With the children, point to and name the cookie-cutter shapes, or cut out shapes from the dough with plastic knives and name them.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine:  Ask the children to move “like snowmen” on their way to the next activity. As they move, ask what shape(s) they represent
	Followup Ideas:  Make snowmen with additional shapes (e.g., diamonds, trapezoids, hexagons).  Decorate play dough or paper snowmen
	Middle Earlier: make snowmen. Some children will try to lie them flat and some will try to make their stand upright.
	Middle Middle:  Provide shape names and encourage children to name and describe the shapes they use. 
	Strategy Ealier:  Provide children with shape cookie cutters (or plastic knives) and play dough, and encourage them to make their own play dough snowmen.
	Strategy Middle: Provide shape names and encourage children to name and describe the shapes they use. 
	Strategy Later:  Together with the children, put the cookie cutters, play dough, and any unused paper shapes away. Post the shape chart on the wall, 
	Name: Play dough Snowmen -SGT   (Salima Ali)
	Middle Later: Children will decorate their snowmen with buttons, scarf, yarn and twigs.
