2. Give children a basket and ask them to collect things to put in it.
	COR Advantage ItemDo I have materials in the classroom to support this type of play: U - Measurement
	What itemrelated materials would you add List at least two ideas: 1. Bring in some measuring tape. The children can use it to compare the length of different objects.
2. Ensure blocks in a wide range of sizes are available for use.
3. Use a water table with different types of containers to fill.
4. Use Lego to build cars to race, or towers (which is the tallest?)
	COR Advantage ItemAre there activities that I could do throughout my daily routine to support this COR Advantage item: O - Alphabetic Knowledge
	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: 1. Use laminated 'letter link' name-tags so children get used to identifying the letters in their names.
2. Lining up to return to class from specials class - ask children to identify letters/spell simple words/read simple words (depending on grade and differentiated for ability) as 'password' to re-enter room.
	COR Advantage ItemCould I use language related to the missing COR Advantage item to support childrens learning and development in this area: Q - Book Enjoyment and Knowledge
	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: 1. Ask child to choose a book for story time. This could identify anything from level 1 onwards, depending on developmental stage of child, questioning from teacher and volunteered information from child.
2. Ask a child 'why do you like this book?' (level 5)  or 'can you tell me what happens in this story?' (level 6 if 4 or more events recalled, level 7 if full summary given)
